The music was loud and the fire works even louder, but one thing 
was clearly heard...the voices of hundreds of people that were 

gathered at Freedom Fest in Pinellas Park on Saturday evening to 
Praise and Worship our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ! Big 

Daddy Weave belted out his hits and the crowd danced with hands 
raised, worshiping the King! The people were led in prayer often 
throughout the evening. One prayer specifically stood out...the 
one thanking God that we lived in a country where we can meet in 
public and praise Jesus without retribution. It is hard to believe 
that more Christians have been martyred in the 20th century than in the previous 19 
combined! That in Sudan, priests have been slaughtered and congregations burned 

alive inside their churches! More than 2 million people since 1985 have died as a  re-
sult of genocide by the Islamic government in that same country. In the Union of 
Myanmar, the government controls all religious activities and reports of forced labor, 
random killings, torture, rape and expropriation of property are not uncommon in the 
Christian communities. In China, Christians are interrogated, tortured and confined to 

labor camps for holding services outside of the state-approved churches. It is not un-

common for Christians in China to travel over 2 hours to attend service in an unap-
proved church house! (How often do we complain about getting out of the parking lot late?) 
In Yemen on June 12th, 9 Christian relief workers were kidnapped and three of them 
killed. The other 6 remain hostage. During this month of celebrating our freedom, let 
us keep our brothers and sisters in Christ around the globe uplifted in our thoughts 
and prayers. Let us pray that under the same conditions of persecution, our faith 
would be as strong as theirs. Let us put into perspective the sacrifices we make for 

serving our God. Let us not complain about our lack of time or busy schedules, while 
others are paying with their lives. Let us remember that we are blessed to live where 
we truly are free and let‟s not take that privilege for granted. God give us the courage 
to use our freedom to serve YOU and spread YOUR WORD to the ends of the earth!
