In the 19th Century many immigrants in New York City lived a life
not quite as wonderful as they had imagined it would be. There were
often as many as six families living in a home made for one! Work /I
conditions were terrible. Men, women, and children worked ten to
twelve hour days. They worked even when they were sick because d X

they knew that there were many others waiting to take their places if

they were fired. Peter McGuire, a seventeen year old Irish immigrant, began to speak
out against these poor working conditions and spoke of organizing workers into labor
unions. In 1872 he led 100,000 workers, on a march through the streets of New York
City demanding a shorter work day. This was the first organized “strike”. He became
known as a “disturber of the public peace” as he travelled around the country organiz-
ing laborers. Peter and other supporters planned a holiday for workers on the first
Monday in September, between Independence Day and Thanksgiving. On September
5, 1882 the first Labor Day parade was held in New York City. In 1894, Congress
voted and made it a federal holiday. We are so blessed to work in a country that al-
lows us to take action and make changes to better our lives! This Labor Day, let us
remember who our ultimate “boss” is. Christ stated that "If you love me, you will
obey what I command.” (In 14:15) "This is my command: Love each other.” (3In 15:17)
As we work for HIM, reflect on what John said in 1 John 3:18:"Dear children, let us
not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth.” 1Corintians 15:58 says
to "Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your
labor in the Lord is not in vain.” We are so blessed to serve a loving God who offers
us the best benefit package and retirement plan available...salvation and eternal life!
Let us, who work for HIM, bring honor and glory to HIS holy name! Amen!
